Who are we looking for?  
We are looking for children who enjoy singing and are able to attend regularly – there is no formal 
audition and no previous experience is necessary.  
 

When is it? 
We meet on Fridays at the church from 6.15pm until 7.45pm (older juniors until 8.30, adults finish 
at 9.15pm). The regular Sunday service is at 9.30am (meet at 9), with services at 10.30am on the 
first Sunday of each month. There are separate children’s activities for part of each service. The 
first trial practices for newcomers are on Friday Feb 5th and Friday Feb 12th from 6.15 to 7.15pm. 
 
About the choir 
We are a large friendly choir with about forty members young (normally from age 8 upwards) and 
old (and in between!). We meet to worship God through singing a whole range of old and new 
music to a high standard. In recent years the choir has performed in cathedrals across the 
southwest and at Notre Dame in Paris. In Summer 2007 the choir toured Belgium, singing in Bruges, 
Gent and Ypres. There are also occasional weddings and social events. The choir has recorded 
several CDs and has featured a number of times on BBC Radio Bristol. We are singing at Gloucester 
Cathedral this summer and plan to go on tour in Europe in Summer 2011. In October last year a 
number of the school juniors joined singers from the church for The Return, a musical performed 
at the church. 
 

What happens at practices? 
Junior choir is a mixture of practising 
hard and having fun together. Juniors 
practise together first at 6.15, then it’s 
junior choir club with all kinds of games 
and activities from 7.00 to 7.45, then 
older juniors practise with the whole 
choir until 8.30.
